Pizza on Fridays- Cost is $3.00 if your child would like to participate.  Cheese pizza, fruit, vegetable and drink are included.  Sign-up sheet is located on the small table next to the fish tank on Friday mornings and during the academic school year during curbside drop off.


Classroom Birthday celebrations-We enjoy sharing in your child’s special day.  If you would like to provide snack, we would appreciate a healthy choice such as mini muffins.  All treats must be store bought and cannot be homemade.  This is a Department of Health requirement.  The primary classes sing a special birthday song.
